




Step 1

View for the job in the Solid Ink Density view. 

Step 2

Change to the BestMatch view for the same  
scan and note the density target value  
(1.18 for cyan) to achieve the BestMatch ∆E  
(under the Warning symbol). The BestMatch  
dE describes the best possible ∆E, if the  
density is adjusted according to the  
recommendation.

Step 3

After a further scan, the density targets  
change again.

 
Result

Once ink density is adjusted according to  
the recommended density targets, the  
BestMatch L*a*b* will be achieved.

When should I use BestMatch

Once you have measured your sheet and you are in the BestMatch 
screen within Press Tool you can see your BestMatch Information.

As you scan more sheets it will take the best ∆E zone and make 
that the density target for the next scan, then it will take that scan 
and find the best ∆E zone and use that for the new density target. 
It will continue to do this until you have a best match for your 
L*a*b* values that you either keyed in or measured.
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
